May 1, Wednesday: Under the authority of the
governor of Virginia, Maj. Gen. R. E. Lee, commanding the
state forces of Virginia, ordered out further volunteer
troops, with a concentration at Harper's Ferry under Col. T.
J. Jackson. The colonel was ordered to move all machinery

SENTIMENTAL JOURNEY:
UNION CEMETERY, KANSAS CITY, MISSOURI

From the Fditor: During Confederate Memorial Day
ceremonies here in Arizona, I had to attend a family wed-
ding in Kansas City. My brother thoughtfully drove me to
the old Union Cemetery in downtown KC. No, it is not
"Union" in the WBTS context, it was a joint cemetery
established in the 1850's and jointly shared by two tiny
towns on the Missouri river, Westport, and Kansas City.
The cemetery is on a high ridge south of KC, and, in full
bloom of Spring, points like a long green arrow at
downtown KC. Beautiful and silent, numerous
Confederates and Yankees rest there. Above are two who

to Great Britain, William L. Yancy, A. Dudley Mann, and
Pierre A. Rost. The British claimed this meeting was un-
official, but U.S. diplomats protested.

May 6, Monday: Arkansas and Tennessee legislatures
pass secession ordinances. Confederacy recognizes state of
war with United States.

May 13, Monday: Without permission from Army HQ,
Brig. Gen. Benjamin F. Butler moved troops from Relay
Station, Md., into Baltimore and took possession of Federal
Hill. Butler claimed he had reports of a riot in the city. He
added that he found several manufactories of arms, supplies
and munitions meant for the "rebels." Generally the move
met with approval at the North, and probably did help keep
down pro-Confederate activity, while at the same time
rousing considerable resentment.

May 16, Thursday: Tennessee was offically admitted
to the Confederacy by Congress at Montgomery.

May 17, Friday: The President signed a bill admitting
North Carolina to the Confederacy.

May 18, Saturday: Arkansas was officially admitted to
the Confederacy with her congressmen taking their seats at
Montgomery.

May 24, Friday: Federal troops enter Virginia: Take

Alexandria.



After the war, he lived as a free man on the James Oldham plantation for 12 more years. Then he became a plasterer,
traveling the South to work on houses. --- Over the years, he went to 39 Confederate reunions, wearing a wooly grey
uniform that Winbush still has. In photos, he stands next to two white men who accompanied him to soldiers' reunions
until they were old men. Through the sepia gleams a dignity earned on the battlefield. "When he came back, that was
storytelling time," Winbush says.

His grandfather died in 1934 at the age of 88. The local paper ran an obituary that called him a "darky." Winbush is
proud that his grandfather's death was marked at all.

Winbush grew up in the house his grandfather built in 1908, a two-story yellow structure with a wraparound porch in

Ripley, Tenn. The Oldham plantation, where his grandfather was a slave, provided the wood in (continued on page 4)
