FRIEND TO FRIEND

General Lewis A. Armistead, after leading his brigade in

Pickett's charge, and scaling the stone wall on Cemetery
Ridge with 150 of his men, momentarily drove Yankee
cannoners from their pieces. "Give them cold steel!" he
shouted. The next moment he was mortally wounded.
Personal friends with Union General Hancock, Armistead
passed a packet of personal items to Hancock's aide for

return to the Armistead family, which is depicted above.

JUNE 1861

(From "The Civil War Day by Day," by E.B. Long
and Barbara Long.)

June 1, Saturday: Minor skirmishes occurred in north-
ern Virginia at Arlington Mills and Fairfax Court House.
Federal cavalry moved out to Fairfax, entered, then pulled
out. Capt. John Q. Marr of the Confederacy was killed, one
of the first Confederate battle deaths.

June 2, Sunday: P.G.T. Beauregard took command of
the Confederate forces in northern Virginia on the Alexan-
dria line. He succeeded Milledge L. Bonham.

June 3, Monday: Death of Stephen A. Douglas. The
"Little Giant' was dead. In Chicago the forty-eight year old
senator from Illinois and former presidential candidate suc-
cumbed in the Tremont House of possible typhoid fever,
following physical exhaustion.

June 8, Saturday: Tennessee voters approved
secession by a large majority; 104,913 for and 47,238
against. The eastern part of the state voted against
secession two to one, but the rest was strongly pro-Confed-
erate. The vote approved the previous action of the legis-
lature, although Tennessee already was active in the Con-
federacy.

June 11, Tuesday: Delegates representing the pro-
Union element in Virginia met at Wheeling to organize a
pro-Union government that eventually became the state of
West Virginia

June 17, Monday: At Washington balloonist Prof.

June 20, Thursday: The governor of Kansas issued a
proclamation calling on citizenns to organize military comp
-anies to repel attacks from pro-secessionists in Missouri.

June 30, Sunday: Below New Orleans, CSS Sumter,
commanded by Raphael Semmes, ran the blockade and
with three lusty cheers from the crew began a spectacular
career as a commerce raider, causing consternation to Fed-

eral shipping. USS Brooklyn gave chase but soon lost her.
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vowed to have it removed from public places by the end of
the decade.

Winbush saw it differently, and he was retiring. He no
longer worried about what some "Yankee boss" would
think.

"I got fed up about all this politically correct mess," he
says.

He joined the Sons and started speaking at their events.
He twice appeared before the Virginia Legislature to dis-
suade them from taking down the flag. He collects
clippings of newspaper stories written about his speeches.
One shows him posing in front of a stature of Nathan
Bedford Forrest.

Winbush acknowledges that misuse of the Confederate
flag has made it a symbol of hate in some people's eyes.
But he says the Americn flag is just as racist. Troops of
color are sent to die disproportionately in American wars,
he says, and the Stars and Stripes flew above slave ships.

Rivers, the NAACP official, said people like Winbush
need to let go of their family history and admit that all
people, even those now dead, are imperfect.

"Just because your grandfather was wrong does not

nappen,” he said. “1ne NISIOry DOOKS leave 1T out.”
Winbush knows he won't be around forever. He only

hopes that someone will continue to tell the stories.
