JULY 1861

(From "The Civil War Day by Day," by E.B. Long
and Barbara Long.)

July 5, Friday: Engagement at Carthage, Missouri.
Gov. Clairborne Jackson, Confederate in Southwest
Missouri with the itinerant government (chased out of the
capitol, Jefferson City, by yankee troops) was concerned
about Nathaniel Lyon and Federal troops in his rear. Now,
he discovered that Franz Sigel and his Germans were near
Carthage in front of him. The governor's force, largely in
civilian clothes, formed a line of battle and awaited Sigel's
attack. The nondescript Missouri Southerners were hard
pressed at first until their cavalry flanked both ends of
Sigel's line, and they were forced to retreat. Hostilities
ended at dark, a setback for Federal forces. Sigel moved
back to join Lyon in Springfield. Gov. Jackson marched
southward to meet Sterling Price's army.

July 8, Monday: Confederate Brig. Gen. Henry
Hopkins Sibley was ordered to Texas to take command of
Southern efforts to expel Union forces from New Mexico
Territory. Since before secession irregular forces had been
gathering under the guise of a "buffalo hunt," but really
with the aim of conquering at least part of the Southwest
for the South.

July 21, Sunday: Battle of First Bull Run, or
Manassas, Virginia. The dead and wounded gave witness
to the severity of the first great battle of the war. Federals,
460 killed, 1,124 wounded, 1,312 missing for 2,896; Con-
federates, 387 killed, 1,582 wounded, and 13 missing for
1,982. A Confederate described it as "a square stand-up
fight" in open terrain by novices at warfare. A Federal said,
"This was a war, compact, well-made and reasoning war. It
was war, too, in its panoply and glory, as well as in its
strength."

July 26, Friday: Federals surrender Fort Fillmore, New
Mexico Territory. During the night and early on the 27th
Major Isaac Lynde, 7th US Infantry, abandoned Ft.
Fillmore near Mesilla, NM Territory, in face of
Confederates under Capt. John R. Baylor. Although out-
numbering the enemy 500 to 250, Lynde pulled out.
