Thirty-sixth Congress of the United States convened in
Washington. Although a lame-duck affair, it showed
surprising life, at least in its volubility about the crisis of the
day.

December 4, Tuesday. President James Buchanan sent
his message on the State of the Union to Congress. He
found the "state" not too good. Regarding abolition, "The
long-continued and intemperate interference of the Northern
people with the question of slavery in the Southern States
has at length produced its natural effects." He said that the
slave states should be let alone. The states were sovereign
and their rights could not be interfered with. At the same
time he told the South, "the election of any one of our
fellow-citizens to the office of President does not of itself
afford just cause for dissolving the Union." Secession in
this instance was unjustifiable. No overt or dangerous act
had been committed by the President-elect. "The day of
evil may never come unless we shall rashly bring it upon
ourselves. Secession is neither more nor less than revolu-
tion." Calling for calmness and deliberation, the President
said he believed slavery was on its way out.

December 5, Wednesday. In Springfield, IL, President-
elect Lincoln read a summary of the President's message to
Congress and expressed displeasure that Buchanan placed
responsibility for secession on the free states.

December 20, Thursday. South Carolina's secession
convention, convened only three days earlier, and by a vote
of 169 to 0 severed the ties of Union and the act so long
spoken of was done. The Union is dissolved! While at a
wedding, President Buchanan was told, looked stunned, fell
back and left at once.

December 24, Monday. Lincoln wrote Georgia Cong-
ressman Stephens that he wished to assure him that the Rep-
ublican administration would not interfere with slavery in
the South either directly or indirectly....! (From 7The Civil
War Day by Day, by E.B. and Barbara Long).
